It's that simple!

That's it! The device is installed. For a
more covert installation, you may place
the antenna under the dash, all the way
up near the base of the windshield,
secretly out of sight. Our antennae can
see through foam, glass, afilerglass
but it cannot seghrough metal. For this
reason, it is important that it be placed
with no metal or wiring between it and
the sky.
